For each and every task you completed in CogLab, you should be able to state: 

1. The purpose of the task (i.e., what is the researcher trying to study).

2.  The procedure (i.e., the instructions and the sequence of stimulus events), 

3. the design (independent and dependent variables), 

4. the typical pattern of results (be prepared to graph the results)

5. the interpretation of those results (i.e., what does it mean theoretically).  

6. links to topics discussed in class. For example, you may be asked ways to assess the duration of iconic memory. If so, you should describe Sternberg’s partial report task (points 2-6). Or you may be asked how you could study attention in a neglect patient. In that case, you may choose the visual search task, and/or the spatial cueing task, and proceed to describe points 2 through 6
