2. a. In the task you completed, the interval between trigram presentation and recall is filled with a secondary task (i.e., the odd/even task). 2. b. In the task you completed, the interval between trigram presentation and recall is filled with a secondary task (i.e., the odd/even task). In such a task, recall accuracy is dependent on the length of the interval. In other words, accuracy is lower for long intervals than for short intervals (e.g., 3 secs vs. 21 secs). Would a long interval (e.g., 21 secs) have a detrimental effect in recall accuracy even in the absence of a secondary task? (yes/no). Justify your answer. (No need to write an answer, we will discuss this in class).
